IDAHO READING INDICATOR

To ensure that all children master the skills they need to become successful readers, Idaho law requires that
every student from kindergarten to third grade be tested twice each year. Students are tested using the
Idaho Reading Indicator (IRI), a brief 10-20 minute test. Beginning with the Fall 2007 testing window, a new
version of the IRl is in use with Idaho schoolchildren. Results cannot be compared with previous versions of
the test.

CURRICULUM-BASED MEASUREMENT

Curriculum-Based Measurement (CBM) is a Boise District measure of student reading fluency. Each District
4th, 5th, and 6th grader reads aloud for one minute from three different grade level reading passages.
His/her fluency rate is determined by counting the number of accurately read words from the testing session.
School and District averages are developed for fall and spring testing. The fall benchmark words per minute
are: 4th grade, 101 words per minute; 5th grade, 114; and 6th grade, 133. The spring benchmark words per
minute are: 4th grade, 129 words per minute; 5th grade, 145; and 6th grade, 157.
